History
This section of Legendary Dartmoor encompasses many of the historic features and monuments of Dartmoor dating from prehistoric times, through to the medieval period and onto the post medieval era. Topics covered are archaeology, landscape history, industrial archaeology and items of general historical interest.
Aspects
This category covers some of the many facets that make up the jewel of Dartmoor, some are now but a memory in the minds of the old moorfolk, others are very much alive and kicking in the 21st century. Many are the pure essence of the moor and are what give it the distinct character it displays in today's landscape. Some are natural phenomena others are man-made features or events - either way they all go to make up the diversity of Dartmoor and its living landscape.
Flora and Fauna
Dartmoor abounds with flowers, mosses, lichens and trees of every hue and size. Over the centuries many of these plants have played an important part in the lives of the moor folk. Some provided food for their tables whilst others made up their medicines chests. Virtually every plant has some aspect of folklore, tradition and superstition firmly attached to them.
As one can imagine with a place the size of Dartmoor there are and have been an immense variety of wildlife. Some sadly are no longer with us such as the wolf. But in tradition and legend the beasts live on albeit in some cases as distant memories. This section covers wild animals, past and present and some mythical beats that live in the land of legend. It seems that all the time mysterious beasts are glimpsed stalking the moors from wild boars to wild cats and in some cases these animals make their homes upon the wastes and commons.
Tales

These include lurid tales of ghosts, witches, piskies and a whole range of other unearthly happenings. In times gone by many of these tales would have been told around the fireside at night thus becoming an oral tradition which makes it important to keep these stories alive today by documenting them here.
Arts
With all the spectacular landscape on Dartmoor it is hardly surprising that its beauty has been the inspiration for artists for centuries. Some have become renowned for their work whilst others have simply indulged for their own pleasure. As time has ticked by various formats have evolved and modern inventions and techniques have meant that there are now new mediums through which the splendour of Dartmoor can be captured.
It is the intention that this section will feature some of the various artists, both past and present who have used their talents to express the landscape and atmosphere that can be experienced on and around the moor. Hopefully this will encompass the many artistic mediums that have and are being employed by artists, photographers, sculptors, authors, poets and various craftsmen.
Characters
Dartmoor’s folklore and history abounds with characters, some are utterly evil, others comical and a few quite famous. The human variety have lived, died and remained in the memories of moorfolk down through the centuries. The unearthly sort probably have never died but live and lurk on the lonely wastes of Dartmoor, stalking the human world in a state of eternal damnation, constantly seeking the souls and sometimes the flesh of lonely travellers. You will also meet some folks who live in the depths of one’s imagination and have by the telling broken free into the human world. Some of the characters are of a purely fictional nature and now appear in novels of our time. None the less they have now lent their personalities and adventures to the Dartmoor traditions.
Places
This section encompasses the many places on Dartmoor with legends, historical importance or traditions attached to them. The stories range from the tragic to the diabolical and the factual to the fictional. They all give an excellent insight to life on Dartmoor down through the centuries. The tales will take the reader from on top of the loftiest tor to deep down into the very bowels of Dartmoor where men used to hew the rock in search of the precious ore.
No matter where you go there will be something of interest to everyone be it botany, history, geology,  geography, gastronomy, entomology, zoology, archaeology, cartography, or any other 'ology' , the moor can easily cater for them all.
Traditions
Dartmoor like any other region has its own traditions and customs, some of them are centuries old and some of them are modern. Many of them are no longer observed as the older generation pass on and newcomers move into the area. This section is a pot-pourri of the new and the old and the long forgotten traditions, customs, sayings and beliefs that once held a place in everyday living.

This section contains stories of days and walks I have made and spent on Dartmoor, many of which were in pursuit of content for this website. As well as describing the factual details of the walks I have included the various experiences encountered on them.
